Transportation:
Getting To/From Ann Arbor

By Plane: The Detroit Metro Airport is about 26 miles (a half hour drive) from the Michigan
League, the workshop venue on the University of Michigan campus in downtown Ann Arbor. A
charter bus will leave the Michigan League at approximately 12:30 pm on Thursday, July 15" to
return attendees to the Detroit Metro Airport (DTW). Workshop participants are on their own for
transportation to Ann Arbor on July 13", The Ann Arbor Airport Shuttle
(http://annarborairportshuttle.net/1.html) will provide one-way transportation for $30 per person
with advance scheduling (less if you share a shuttle). If you would like to share a shuttle, send
Kate your flight times (kate.williams@briloon.org), andshewi | | get Dback t o
arrival information approximately one week prior to the workshop.

By Train: Amtrak has a terminal in downtown Ann Arbor (station code ARB).

By Car: Driving directions to the lodging and workshop venues may be found in Appendix 2.
There is parking available for both lodging options. If you are driving to the workshop
every day, and do not need overnight parking, your best bet is going to be the Maynard
Garage, at 324 Maynard Street (between East Liberty and East William; see it on the
Ann Arbor downtown map in Appendix 3, or at
http://www.a2dda.org/downloads/Maps/walkmap.pdf). Parking costs 90¢/hour. To get
to the Michigan League from the Maynard parking structure, head south to E. William
St.; take your next left (north) onto S. State St.; and an almost immediate right onto N.
University Ave. The Michigan League will be two blocks up on your left, at the corner of
N. University and Fletcher. The main entrance is on Fletcher St.

Around Ann Arbor and UM campus

Lodging options, the workshop venue, and many restaurants and eateries are all in easy
walking distance. There is also regular bus service throughout the UM campus and Ann Arbor.

Getting from Cambridge House to the Michigan League

Cambridge House is 0.5 miles from the Michigan League. Turn north on Thompson St. and
take your first right onto Richard L. Kennedy Dr. Go one block and turn left onto State St.

Go 0.1 miles and turn left onto Fletcher St, and the
Michigan League is the first building on your left.

Additionally, the Ann Arbor Transportation Authority runs the Wolverine Tower shuttle (#36)
from the Michigan Union (attached to the Cambridge House) to the Michigan League every
20 minutes.

Getting from the Bell Tower Hotel to the Michigan League

The Bell Tower is a quick walk around the corner from the Michigan League. Turn south on
South Thayer St. and take your first left onto North University Ave. The Michigan League is
one block up on the left, at the corner of North University and Fletcher St.

Meals and Social Activities:

There will be a continental breakfast on the second floor of the Michigan League from 7:30 to 8
am on Wednesday and Thursday, and light snacks will be provided during workshop breaks. A
buffet soup and salad lunch will be available on Tuesday and Wednesday, and on Thursday a
box lunch will be provided so that participants needing to leave the workshop to catch afternoon
flights can bring it with them.

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Appendix 2: Driving Directions to workshop locations

Driving directions to the Michigan League:

Via 1-94 (Ford Freeway) From Detroit (heading West)

Take State Street Exit 177. Turn right (north). Continue on State Street approximately 2 miles to
the main campus area. Take a right on North University Street, which is one block past the
Michigan Union. The Michigan League is on your left at the corner of North University Street and
Fletcher Street.

Via I-94 (Ford Freeway) From Chicago (heading East)

Take State Street Exit 177. Turn left (north). Continue on State Street approximately 2 miles to
the main campus area. Take a right on North University Street, which is one block past the
Michigan Union. The Michigan League is on your left at the corner of North University Street and
Fletcher Street.

Via US-23 From Ohio (heading North)

Take Washtenaw-Ann Arbor Exit 37B and turn right (west) onto Washtenaw. At the fork in the
road where Stadium Blvd and Washtenaw split (approximately 2-3 miles), stay to the right on
Washtenaw following the Hospital signs. Take a left at Hill Street (you'll see "The Rock").
Continue down Hill Street (campus buildings will be on your right). Take a right on State Street.
Go three blocks. Take a right on North University Street. The Michigan League is on your left at
the corner of North University Street and Fletcher Street.

From Northern MI (heading South)

Take US-23 South to M-14 West. Follow the M-14 West signs closely. At the fork, stay to the left
following the "Ann Arbor" signs. Take the second exit after the fork, Exit #3, called "Downtown
Ann Arbor" exit which will become Main Street. Follow Main Street to Huron Street. Take a left at
Huron Street. Continue down Huron to State St. Take a right on State Street. Take a left on North
University Street. The Michigan League is on your left at the corner of North University Street and
Fletcher Street.

I-96 (also called the Jeffries Freeway) From Parts of Detroit, Redford, M-14, Plymouth and Canton
Take 1-96 to M-14 West. Follow M-14 West signs closely. At the fork, stay to the left following the
"Ann Arbor" signs. Take the second exit after the fork, Exit #3, which is marked "Downtown Ann
Arbor"; this will become Main Street. Follow Main Street to Huron Street. Turn left on Huron
Street until State Street intersects. Take a right on State Street. Take a left on North University
Street. The Michigan League is on your left at the corner of North University Street and Fletcher
Street.

Via I1-96 From Lansing
Take 1-96 to US-23 South. Drive on US-23 South to M-14 West (Downtown Ann Arbor) Exit. Take
Exit and drive about a mile to Exit 3, also marked Downtown. Take exit ramp, which turns into
Main Street. Follow Main Street to Huron Street. Turn left on Huron Street until State Street
intersects. Take a right on State Street. Take a left on North University Street. The Michigan
League is on your left at the corner of North University Street and Fletcher Street.

Driving directions to Cambridge House:

From the West (1-94)
e Take I-94 East toward Ann Arbor
Take exit 172 1-94 Business Loop
Stay straight on Jackson Rd for 2.2 miles
Jackson Rd. becomes Huron St.
Turn right onto S. Fifth Ave.
Turn left onto E. Liberty St.
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Turn right onto Thompson St.
West Quad will be on your left after E. Jefferson St.

From the East (1-94) or South (US-23)

Take 1-94 West toward Ann Arbor

Take exit 177 State St.

Turn right onto S. State St. for 2.2 miles

Turn left onto Packard St.

Turn right onto Thompson St.

West Quad will be on your right after E. Madison St.

From the North (US-23 or M-14)

Take exit 45 M-14 West toward Downtown Ann Arbor

Merge onto US-23 Business Route S. / MI-14 West

Take exit 3 US-23 Business Route toward Downtown Ann Arbor
Merge onto North Main St. for 1.3 miles

Turn left onto E. Liberty St.

Turn right onto Thompson St.

West Quad will be on your left after East Jefferson St.

Driving directions to the Bell Tower Hotel:

From the West (1-94)

Take 1-94 East toward Ann Arbor

Take exit 172 1-94 Business Loop

Stay straight on Jackson Rd for 2.7 miles
Jackson Rd. becomes Huron St.

Turn right onto S. State St.

Take the first left onto E. Washington St.
Take the first right onto S. Thayer St.

From the East (I-94) or South (US-23)

Take 1-94 West toward Ann Arbor

Take exit 177 State St.

Turn right onto S. State St. for 2.9 miles
Turn right onto E. Washington St.

Take the first right onto S. Thayer St.

From the North (US-23 or M-14)

Take exit 45 M-14 West toward Downtown Ann Arbor

Merge onto US-23 Business Route S. / MI-14 West

Take exit 3 US-23 Business Route toward Downtown Ann Arbor
Merge onto North Main St. for 1.3 miles

Turn left onto E. Huron St.

Turn right on S State St.

Take the first left onto E. Washington St.

Take the first right onto S. Thayer St.
